This book demonstrates the reality of that contradiction but rather than maintain polarization it offers new effective spaces and agency for literacy learning in the 21st century”.

Curriculum Innovation Framework

Innovation in Teacher Education is poised to respond to the social imperatives for change that underpin calls for Reconciliation, Equity, Diversity, Inclusion and Decolonization. As Associate Dean, Teacher Education, I led this project in which we aligned all of our practices from program admissions to course development and professional development support, to assessment practices on-site and in professional practicum to respond to the TRC Calls for Action, and lead our way out of the statis in education programs. Drawing on the work of Healey and Jenkins (2009), ‘research-based’ means “students themselves undertake research and enquiry-based activities” (cf Carnell & Fung, 2017, p. 3) ensuring their agency in the process. Assessment in this model ensures that the products developed are “explicitly addressed to, and may even be developed in partnership with, audiences beyond the university” through knowledge activities like websites, articles, events, blogs and so on (p. 4).

Following the work of Ellis, Souto-Manning and Turvey (2018), we asked, 

1. What does innovation in teacher education look like when it seeks to foster transformational change in education, where the values on which such change is predicated are not about increased productivity and lower cost, or even greater mobility within existing social structures, but social justice and equity instead?

2. What does innovation in teacher education look like when it promotes professional learning and development within sustainable career structures for teachers; socially and politically engaged student learning; and a community-oriented view of schools as institutions and potential levers of positive social change?

3. What does it mean to learn to teach and to improve your teaching (and to support teachers in these endeavours) from a critical perspective on teacher development centered on equity and social justice?
4. What are ways in which we can promote innovation in teacher education that creates new ideas that have public value for the whole of society but especially for those who have been poorly served historically, and continue to be so?
	Bringing our teacher candidates and Instructors together, we revised all courses in the program with this model.

Nearly four centuries have passed since his death, but William Shakespeare’s plays and themes
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
