The Doctor of Education (EdD) is an online course-based degree that 

engages students in collaborative, cohort-based learning. The program 

is designed to be completed in 3 years/ 9 consecutive terms. Students 

deeply investigate issues within educational environments through 

scaffolded learning opportunities that focus on theory and scholarly 

inquiry, and in the context of professional practice, culminating in the 

Dissertation in Practice.

Master’s degree in education and/or related fields.

Minimum GPA of 3.5. Typically an “A” standing (80%) or equivalent 

in previous graduate work.

Minimum three years of work experience in education and/or 

related fields. 

A commitment to addressing equity, diversity, social justice, and 

human rights is clearly demonstrated in the Statement of Intent.

Educational Leadership 
Basic Requirements

Master’s degree in the fields of Educational Leadership, Educational 

Administration, or allied Degree. Master’s degrees in other areas will 

be considered.

Minimum GPA of 3.5. Typically an “A” standing (80%) or equivalent 

in previous graduate work.

Minimum three years of full-time work experience in an Educational 

Leadership role. OR,

Minimum five years of full-time work experience in a role allied with 

leadership such as a role in a community setting.

Formal or informal leadership experience in an educational setting, 

clearly demonstrated in your CV or Resume and Statement of 

Intent.

Basic Requirements

Master’s degree in applied behaviour analysis, psychology, 

education, and/or related fields. 

Candidates must be Board Certified Behavior Analysts (BCBA) or 

eligible to sit for the BCBA exam, or have a record of coursework and 

research experience in behaviour analysis.

Minimum GPA of 3.5. Typically, an “A” standing (80%) or equivalent 

in previous graduate work.

Minimum three years of work experience in Applied Behaviour 

Analysis, such as in schools, private practice, or clinical programs in 

agencies.  

A commitment to advancing the scholarship and practice of ABA is 

demonstrated in the Statement of Intent.
